Year In Review

2005 was an exciting year for Lahash! We've
partnered with several incredible East African
organizations and ministries that are helping to hea
and bring-hope across the region.

We began 2005 with a partnership with
IWASSRU.in Uganda and Sudan, and the Silas
Christian Foundation in Kenya. Our objectives were
té find friends and sponsors for the kids and staff at

the orphanages, and assist SCF with emergency aid -~

for families and orphans affected by AIDS.

The year was full of activity. There were
severa vigits to the orphanages from friends. Several
members of Imago Dei Community visited the ofphans
of Amazing Grace. The team from SCF made two
tripsto the orphanages bringing training and medicine
to the kids. Lahash and an Imago Dei Home
Community then partnered with IWASSRU to provide
aid to the widows of Sudan.

In September we held our first Lahash strategy
meeting. Then in November, ateam of seven
Americanstraveled to East Africafor acomprehensive
visit. We looped around Lake Victoria, making stops
in Uganda, Sudan, Kenya, Tanzania, and Rwanda.
We spent time with the existing friends at the”
orphanages and the AIDS project in Kenya. And we
met with lepersin Sudan, sex workersin Kenya, an
AIDS project in Tanzania, and a child spensorship
program in Rwanda.

What's Next?

We are now midway through January 2006,
and the plate is full. We are developing.achild
sponsorship program with a church in Tanzania
(KMT). Together with SCF we're creating asex
worker recovery program in Kenya. We are continuing
the relationship with IWASSRU and looking for ways
to assist them with athird orphanage, aleper assistance
program, and aid for widows.

Along with the East African developments,
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“1”ve been able to be a part of
helping out St. Bartholomew's
orphanage. The Lahash
advantage isthat it takes out
the bureaucracy and thelayers
of barrier between you and the
people you are building the
relationship with. Not only are
you giving resources and
supporting the work that is
being done there, but you
actually get a lot back. You are
part of their world, not just an
anonymous donor, not just
part of a revenue stream - you
are actually part of what’s
happening there.

Karin Rosain has come on board devel oping
the sex worker program and helping with
the Sudanese widows. There are almost a
dozen other volunteers working in various
capacitiesin their local communitiesto
alert, inform, and motivate to action. The
organization is seeking non-profit status,
and we are forming a board of directors.
By January of next year, we hope
to have made a second trip to East Africa
with a new team from the United States. -
We plan on raising $50,000 for the current -
needsin the region. And we hope to connect
dozens of churches, schools, families, and
other communities in friendship and
partnership with the teamsin East Africa.

Financial Report -

2005 saw an over 500% increase over
2004 in donations to Lahash. Tota giftsin
2004 totaled $3,385. In 2005, donations from
across the country added up to $17,936. Lahash
is dedicated to sending 100% of donationsto
the East African organizations. Of thistotal,
the majority (61%) was sent to the Sudanese
orphanages. SCF was the second largest
recipient with 24%. The remaining
contributions went to the Sudanese widows
project with IWASSRU and to ERM and KMT.
